POLITICAL COMMENT 
Reduction Schemes: 
We still seem to be living in 
strange times, even the 
prime minister is having a 
melt-down. 
 
Rail reduction scheme:-  The 
eastern leg of the much lauded 
High Speed 2 rail infrastructure scheme; which 
was to be the saviour of the North and part of the 
great ‘levelling up’ programme, has hit the buff-
ers. But not everyone is upset. 
 
There are great sighs of relief in some areas along 
the route that have been blighted and would have 
been damaged over the build schedule; at least for 
the next few decades. The levelling up has be-
come a levelling down or even a level crossing. 
 
Now is the time to release all the property 
bought up by the HS2 team to begin to breathe 
life back into the affected communities. 
 
You can still see the remains of the track reduc-
tions in the 60’s after Beeching wielded the axe on 
branch lines throughout the country. The govern-
ment would be better investing public money into 
reopening some of these branch lines. 
 
It would mean fewer cars on the roads fewer artic-
ulated road trains and less damage to the roads 
and, of course, much less pollution in these envi-
ronmentally conscious times.  
 
The Carbon reduction schemes much talked 
about recently at the COP 26 conference in Scot-
land, where governments set targets and made 
pledges, may be seen as rather ambitious.  
 
The environmentalists though even then thought 
these targets too loose and were critical of the 
whole conference. The phasing out of gas boilers 
for homes and petrol and diesel engines for cars 
may not be as easy to achieve as it is to say. I 
suppose you can’t please everyone. 
 
Pension reduction scheme:-  Another renege on 
their rock solid manifesto pledge is the state pen-
sion triple lock which has now become the double 

lock or even the double cross. The Tories picked 
up votes after promising to pensioners they would 
have a decent standard of living after 50 years of 
working hard, paying taxes and national insurance 
and would maintain the triple lock formula to en-
sure this. 
 
Likewise the miners’ pension scheme with all 
recommendations ignored and the fund raided 
each year. 
 
Energy companies:-  There’s been a big reduc-
tion in the number of energy suppliers. I've lost 
count of the numbers gone to the wall. I’m not 
really surprised tough, are you ? 
 
I’ve mentioned a few times in these pages that all 
the necessities in life should be provided by the 
state; we all have to bail out these companies 
anyway.  And its not just energy is it ! 
 
In a bygone time most suppliers were private com-
panies. Gas, electric, coal, health service, rail, 
water, steel and so on.  One by one these compa-
nies collapsed and were bought up by the state 
because of their importance to the welfare of the 
public.  They were nationalised !! 
 
The public thought it went too far though when car 
manufacturers were bailed out too. The public 
were convinced that the constant fight between 
government and workers was detrimental to socie-
ty.  It looks like history is repeating itself don’t 
you think ? 
 
Following the privatisation programme of the 
Thatcher years, remember the ‘yuppies’, and with 
public money constantly being used to prop up 
these private companies, and in some cases took 
into state ownership, it shows that its time to have 
a look again at taking essential services back into 
state control !! 
 
Further reductions in local County Council Care 
Homes are being considered and our County 
Councillor Christine Dale has already indicated 
that she will be looking closely at the develop-
ments, and if necessary, along with her col-
leagues, will take up the fight.

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COLLIERY MEMORIAL UPDATE 
Everything is still on track to raise the sum of 
£180,000 to commission and erect a monument 
celebrating Shirebrook Colliery and Shire-
brook’s heritage.  To date £150,000 has been 
raised !! 
 
Around a thousand 
names have been 
submitted to the 
committee to have 
their names or the 
names of a loved 
one inscribed on the 
finished monument. 
 
A five foot resin 
model of the monu-
ment was on show 
at the Shirebrook 
Miners Welfare on 
the night of the 
recent ‘Abba’ tribute 
night, and was re-
ceived extremely 
well by everyone 
who saw it.  £855 
was raised on the 
night towards the 
memorial fund. 
 
The model is and 
is to remain in the Miners Welfare and John 
Thomas and Len Tipple are to make a cabinet 
and plinth to give the model a permanent 
home. 
 
The model is only a ‘simulation’ of the end prod-
uct, which will be around five metres high, made of 
bronze and will have the features of the three 
models chosen earlier in the process, depicting 
the miner, wife and child. 
  
The project has always been intended to be a 
‘community project’ for and by the people of 
Shirebrook District and the response from ex-
miners and the local community has been tremen-
dous. 
 
As well as the £100 contributions ( to have a 
name inscribed on the monument) there have 
numerous donations along the way, the more 
recent being:   
 
Steve Oscroft’s memorial night £1240 raised, 
Dougie Adam’s retirement do £189, donation of 
£151 from Graham & Kerry Wilcox following Sam 
Watson’s funeral and £240 raised by Jane Hunt at 
the T.S.B. who did a ‘Baz Henderson Memorial 
Walk’ in Northumberland. 
 
There is still time to have yours or a loved ones 
name on the monument, but there will be a cut off 
date next year to finalise the complete list.  Com-

mittee members are available at the Welfare every 
Thursday from 9.00am till 12noon, or you can call 
one of the numbers at the end of this article. 
 
As readers may already know the names of the 
miners who worked at Shirebrook Colliery who 
sadly lost their lives at the colliery or who died 
later from injuries sustained at the colliery will be 
inscribed on the monument itself.  All the other 
names will be on the sides of the plinth of the 
monument. 
 
Since our last edition the name of another miner 
who sadly lost his life has been found.  He is Mar-
tin Carney who died in February of 1961 aged 53 
years.  His name will be added to the other 73 
names listed in the last issue of the ‘Post’.

PALS will bring together different agencies 
and services to support individuals and fami-
lies in their households and within their lives.   
 
It helps to assess their needs, unpick situations, 
and provide consistent support in an effort to im-
proves their lifestyle and become more physically 
active.  The PALS approach recognises that there 
are three key elements when attempting to create 
behaviour change:  
 
 

• Capability to change 
• Motivation to change 
• Opportunity to change 
 
 
Alongside these, there are also five key factors 
that have an impact on the above:  Age, Gen-
der, Socio-economic, Ethnicity and Disability / 
Condition. 
 
A PALS co-ordinators role is to help join the dots 
as there are many agencies and organisations 
working hard to provide services to the people 
within their community, all with the aim of improv-
ing overall community health and wellbeing. 
 
They will create a package / personal plan to ena-
ble a path to  a more active and healthier lifestyle 
working with other agencies to navigate through 
what is available for the individual or family. 
 
Self referral forms are available from Council offic-
es and locally from Shirebrook Leisure Centre.  So 
if you feel that the PALS programme could be for 
you, pick one up, fill it in and send it off, and a 
PALS co-ordinator will then contact you to talk 
about what support is available for you. 
 
Alternatively contact Archie Rowbottom, your 
PALS co-ordinator, via Shirebrook Leisure Centre, 
who holds classes at the Leisure Centre and at the 
Arc in Clowne, on: 01623 748313. 
 
The Wellness Programme also run a ‘low impact’ 
exercise class run by experienced and qualified 
instructors.  It is a class of various exercises for 
people who are looking to get back into light exer-
cise, or if a beginner or returning from illness or 
injury. 
 
It is a group but allowances are made to accom-
modate all abilities, and is designed to improve 
both physical and mental wellbeing.  
 
Come along and give it a go.  The class runs 
on a Tuesday at Shirebrook Leisure Centre

Conversely, things that bring comfort often bring a 
deep sense of joy and security, like an old jumper, 
chocolate, a hug, friends, family, a familiar place, a 
handshake, a comfy bed or favourite song or 
meal. 
 
These all evoke memories of security, of happy 
and certain times.

The British Legion was founded in 1921 as a voice 
for the ex-service community as a bringing togeth-
er of four organisations: the ‘Comrades of the 
Great War’, the ‘National Association of Dis-
charged Sailors and Soldiers’, the ‘National Feder-
ation of Discharged and Demobilized Sailors and 
Soldiers’, and the fundraising department of the 
Officers’ Association’. 
 
The RBL is a charity providing financial, social and 
emotional support to members and veterans of the 
British Armed Forces, their families and depend-
ants.  One of the leading founders of the organisa-
tion was Field Marshall the 1st Earl Haig, who was 
the British Commander at the Battle of the Somme 
and Passchendale in the First World War. 
 
Best known for the yearly Poppy Appeal and Re-
membrance Services the Legion is a campaigning 
organisation that promotes the welfare and inter-
est of current and former members of the Armed 
Forces and make around 300,000 welfare and 
friendship visits every year. 
 
There are approximately 2,500 Royal British 
Legion branches across the UK and overseas 
and act as focal points for local former and 
serving men and women in all kinds of ways. 
 
The RBL has some 180,000 members, 110,000 
volunteers and a network of partners and charities, 
helping to make sure they can provide support 
wherever and whenever it’s needed.

Your Shirebrook Safer Neighbourhood Polic-
ing Team led by Sergeant Mark Church, work 
alongside partnerships / agencies to both tar-
get and reduce crime and anti-social behav-
iour, with the aim of keeping our area safe. 
 
“I would like to take this opportunity to remind 
readers about the dangers of carrying knives in 
public.  As I write this article there is a national 
‘knife crime amnesty week,’ called ‘Operation 
Sceptre’. 
 
“People could take knives and similar weap-
ons to local Police Stations in the knowledge 
that they were doing the right thing. 
 
“I realise that the amnesty week may have passed 
by the time this article goes out, but even outside 
the amnesty week I would like to remind people 
that it is much better to take unwanted knives etc 
to a recycling plant to be safely disposed of as 
opposed to taking them to a charity shop for in-
stance, whereby they could potentially fall into the 
‘wrong’ hands. 
 
“I would like to encourage everyone to talk openly 
with their neighbours, family and friends to ensure 
that we prevent anyone from carrying or using a 
knife. 
 
“Please tell your children that as well as being 
illegal it is not in any way ‘cool’ to be carrying a 
knife in public. 

 
“The consequences of having a knife to hand 
when a situation becomes heated can be seri-
ous indeed. 
 
“I understand that some people may feel uncom-
fortable reporting offenders directly to the Police, 
but there are still ways that this can be done anon-
ymously.

grinding’ facility, pictured opposite, killed a 
total of six workers, four of whom were wom-
en. 
# 
The November 20th 1917 flash fire killed Cicely 
Eady (23), Samuel Chapman (53) and George 
Lane (66). 
 
The March 20th 1918 fire and explosion killed 
three young girls from Shirebrook,  They were: 
Dorothy Brown (17), Elsie May Garrett (22) and 
Ethel Gorrill (18).  They were buried, side by side, 
with full military honours, in Shirebrook cemetery 
on March 24th 1918. 

These three ‘heroes’ were remembered a few 
years ago when Shirebrook Town Council 
purchased new headstones, which can be 
seen in Shirebrook cemetery. 
 
The time of Remembrance is for those that ‘served 
and fell’ on the frontline, and for those at home, 
who gave the ultimate sacrifice in protecting us all.  
They should never be forgotten !! 
 
During the Second World War there was a 
‘Prisoner of War’ camp between the railway 
bridges at the entrance to the now Dale Close, 
holding between 60 and 70 Italian and later Ger-
man prisoners of war.  The camp was of wooden 
huts with a barbwire fence around it. 
# 
It is said that these prisoners earned pocket 
money by doing handicrafts.  The Germans 
made rope soled shoes, whilst the Italians 
made shopping baskets. 
 
After the surrender of Italy the Italians were al-
lowed the freedom of the Village including the 
cinema, but weren't allowed to frequent the pubs.  
They tendered to work on local farms. 
 
Evacuees, children and their teachers came to the 
area from Lowestoft in July 1940, to avoid the 
bombing and shelling of their homes. 
 
Some 81 girls went to the girls school, around 40 
boys attended the boys school and 22 infants went 
into the Infants school.  They were housed with 
families in the Village. 
 
Most had returned home  by August 1944, but in 
1990 a busload came back to the village in re-
membrance of their stay !!

DID YOU KNOW 
The legend of Santa Claus can be traced 
back hundreds of years to a monk named 
St. Nicholas.  It is believed that Nicholas 
was born sometime around 280AD in Patar 
in modern day Turkey. 
 
He was much admired for his piety and kindness 
and it is said that he gave away all of his inherited 
wealth and travelled the countryside helping the 
poor and the sick. 
 

 
Over the years his popularity spread and he be-

came known as the protector of children and sail-
ors.  His legendary habit of secret gift giving gave 
rise to the traditional model of Santa Claus.  He is 
also known as, because of the many miracles 
attributed to him, as Nicholas the Wonderwork-
er.

ALL FOR THE ‘WAR EFFORT’ 
And Langwith played its part !! 
During the First World War, ‘His Majesty’s Facto-
ry at Langwith’, as it was known, produced a 
chemical called ammonium perchlo-
rate, all for the ‘war effort’. 
 
The chemical was mainly used in 
sea mines, which were laid by the 
navy to stop German U Boats and 
other war ships from attacking mer-
chant ships bringing  vital food and 
supplies to Britain. 
 
Construction of the site, which 
now forms part of Poulter Park, 
was started in November 1915 
with the ‘chemical section’ open-
ing in June of 1917. 
 
The site was operated  by the adja-
cent Langwith By-Product Company 
Limited which was a subsidiary of 
the Sheepbridge Coal & Iron Company Limited. 
 
Over 800 people worked at the factory which cov-
ered some 27acreas, and it was that big it had its 
own police force and special trains were laid on to 
get the workforce to and from work. 
 
Workers had to sign the ‘official secrets act’ 
and were unable to speak about their work 
outside the factory. 
 
 

 
 
 

They had excellent welfare and social facilities 
including football pitches, tennis courts, canteens , 
recreational halls and its own on-site medical 
surgery.  Management and key workers even had 
its own dedicated housing. 

 

Following the Armistice ending the First World 
War, production at the site was rapidly wound 
down, ceasing totally in 1919.  Most of the staff 
had left by 1920.  In its final year it is believed that 
the site was engaged in the destruction of poison-
ous gases, generated from other sites in the coun-
try as part of the ‘war effort’. 
 
During its short operating life two separate

Council Leader, Steve Fritchley said:  “It is 
always good to welcome government 
ministers to the area to see what we are 
doing and how they may be able to help 
us regenerate  and develop the District.” 
 
The discounted houses are helping a provide a 
route for first time buyers who have a local con-
nection.  This could be someone who has lived or 
worked in the District and also includes people 
who need to stay in the District to be close to fami-
ly or residents and ‘key workers’. 
 
Councillor Fritchley went on to say: “Schemes like 
this can only be beneficial to local residents and I 
would like to see it extended so more people in 
our local communities can get onto the housing 
ladder. 

 

“This scheme has been really popular and all 12 
properties have now been purchased, which 
shows that there is a demand for this type of hous-
ing project in Bolsover District.” 
 
The scheme compliments Bolsover District's 
£36million Bolsover Homes, which will see up 
to 400 new council homes built over the next 
few years for the benefit of local people and 
their families.

NEW CREMATORIUM 
 

Bolsover District Council 
have been looking at the fea-
sibility of having their own 
crematorium in the District 
for a number of years and 
identified Shirebrook as a 
potential location. 
 
Last month a presentation was

WINTER BIN COLLECTIONS 
Residents across Bolsover District are being re-
minded that the ‘green bin’ collections are now 
suspended during the winter months.  Green bin 
collections will begin again in March 2022. 
 
There will be no change to the black and burgundy 
bin collections, but to help households with the 
extra waste generated at this time of year, there 
will be an extra black bin collection during the 
week commencing 11th of January.

The leaflet informs you of all collections, black, 
green and burgundy, throughout the year and also 
informs you want you can and what you can’t put 
in each bin. 
 
If residents do have jobs to do around the garden 
during the winter, you can store and waste in your 
green bin ready for collection in the Spring.  Alter-
natively it can be taken to your nearest Waste 
Recycling Centre. 
 
Residents are also reminded that they can put 
their cooked food leftovers in their black bins dur-
ing the green bin suspension period.

As previously reported, 12 properties on 
Keepmoat’s Meadow View development, 
off Meadow Lane, have been allocated to 
the First Homes Scheme, where local and 
key workers, who are first time buyers, 
can purchase one of the properties at a 
30% discount. 
 
Council Leader, Steve Fritchley said:  “It is 
always good to welcome government 
ministers to the area to see what we are 
doing and how they may be able to help 
us regenerate  and develop the District.” 
 
The discounted houses are helping a provide a 
route for first time buyers who have a local con-
nection.  This could be someone who has lived or 
worked in the District and also includes people 
who need to stay in the District to be close to fami-
ly or residents and ‘key workers’. 
 
Councillor Fritchley went on to say: “Schemes like 
this can only be beneficial to local residents and I 
would like to see it extended so more people in 
our local communities can get onto the housing 
ladder. 

 

“This scheme has been really popular and all 12 
properties have now been purchased, which 
shows that there is a demand for this type of hous-
ing project in Bolsover District.” 
 
The scheme compliments Bolsover District's 
£36million Bolsover Homes, which will see up 
to 400 new council homes built over the next 
few years for the benefit of local people and 
their families.

DID YOU KNOW 
The legend of Santa Claus can be traced 
back hundreds of years to a monk named 
St. Nicholas.  It is believed that Nicholas 
was born sometime around 280AD in Patar 
in modern day Turkey.

ALL FOR THE ‘WAR EFFORT’ 
And Langwith played its part !! 
During the First World War, ‘His Majesty’s Facto-
ry at Langwith’, as it was known, produced a 
chemical called ammonium perchlo-
rate, all for the ‘war effort’. 
 
The chemical was mainly used in 
sea mines, which were laid by the 
navy to stop German U Boats and 
other war ships from attacking mer-
chant ships bringing  vital food and 
supplies to Britain. 
 
Construction of the site, which 
now forms part of Poulter Park, 
was started in November 1915 
with the ‘chemical section’ open-
ing in June of 1917. 
 
The site was operated  by the adja-
cent Langwith By-Product Company 
Limited which was a subsidiary of 
the Sheepbridge Coal & Iron Company Limited. 
 
Over 800 people worked at the factory which cov-
ered some 27acreas, and it was that big it had its 
own police force and special trains were laid on to 
get the workforce to and from work. 
 
Workers had to sign the ‘official secrets act’ 
and were unable to speak about their work 
outside the factory. 
 
 

 
 
 

They had excellent welfare and social facilities 
including football pitches, tennis courts, canteens , 
recreational halls and its own on-site medical 
surgery.  Management and key workers even had 
its own dedicated housing. 

 

Following the Armistice ending the First World 
War, production at the site was rapidly wound 
down, ceasing totally in 1919.  Most of the staff 
had left by 1920.  In its final year it is believed that 
the site was engaged in the destruction of poison-
ous gases, generated from other sites in the coun-
try as part of the ‘war effort’. 
 
During its short operating life two separate

grinding’ facility, pictured opposite, killed a 
total of six workers, four of whom were wom-
en. 
# 
The November 20th 1917 flash fire killed Cicely 
Eady (23), Samuel Chapman (53) and George 
Lane (66). 
 
The March 20th 1918 fire and explosion killed 
three young girls from Shirebrook,  They were: 
Dorothy Brown (17), Elsie May Garrett (22) and 
Ethel Gorrill (18).  They were buried, side by side, 
with full military honours, in Shirebrook cemetery 
on March 24th 1918. 

These three ‘heroes’ were remembered a few 
years ago when Shirebrook Town Council 
purchased new headstones, which can be 
seen in Shirebrook cemetery. 
 
The time of Remembrance is for those that ‘served 
and fell’ on the frontline, and for those at home, 
who gave the ultimate sacrifice in protecting us all.  
They should never be forgotten !! 
 
During the Second World War there was a 
‘Prisoner of War’ camp between the railway 
bridges at the entrance to the now Dale Close, 
holding between 60 and 70 Italian and later Ger-
man prisoners of war.  The camp was of wooden 
huts with a barbwire fence around it. 
# 
It is said that these prisoners earned pocket 
money by doing handicrafts.  The Germans 
made rope soled shoes, whilst the Italians 
made shopping baskets. 
 
After the surrender of Italy the Italians were al-
lowed the freedom of the Village including the 
cinema, but weren't allowed to frequent the pubs.  
They tendered to work on local farms. 
 
Evacuees, children and their teachers came to the 
area from Lowestoft in July 1940, to avoid the 
bombing and shelling of their homes. 
 
Some 81 girls went to the girls school, around 40 
boys attended the boys school and 22 infants went 
into the Infants school.  They were housed with 
families in the Village. 
 
Most had returned home  by August 1944, but in 
1990 a busload came back to the village in re-
membrance of their stay !!

100 YEARS OLD 
The Royal British Legion (RBL) were once 
again at the forefront of the recent Remem-
brance celebrations, but did you know that this 
splendid organisation has been operating for a 
100 years !! 
 
The British Legion was founded in 1921 as a voice 
for the ex-service community as a bringing togeth-
er of four organisations: the ‘Comrades of the 
Great War’, the ‘National Association of Dis-
charged Sailors and Soldiers’, the ‘National Feder-
ation of Discharged and Demobilized Sailors and 
Soldiers’, and the fundraising department of the 
Officers’ Association’. 
 
The RBL is a charity providing financial, social and 
emotional support to members and veterans of the 
British Armed Forces, their families and depend-
ants.  One of the leading founders of the organisa-
tion was Field Marshall the 1st Earl Haig, who was 
the British Commander at the Battle of the Somme 
and Passchendale in the First World War. 
 
Best known for the yearly Poppy Appeal and Re-
membrance Services the Legion is a campaigning 
organisation that promotes the welfare and inter-
est of current and former members of the Armed 
Forces and make around 300,000 welfare and 
friendship visits every year. 
 
There are approximately 2,500 Royal British 
Legion branches across the UK and overseas 
and act as focal points for local former and 
serving men and women in all kinds of ways. 
 
The RBL has some 180,000 members, 110,000 
volunteers and a network of partners and charities, 
helping to make sure they can provide support 
wherever and whenever it’s needed.

Your Shirebrook Safer Neighbourhood Polic-
ing Team led by Sergeant Mark Church, work 
alongside partnerships / agencies to both tar-
get and reduce crime and anti-social behav-
iour, with the aim of keeping our area safe. 
 
“I would like to take this opportunity to remind 
readers about the dangers of carrying knives in 
public.  As I write this article there is a national 
‘knife crime amnesty week,’ called ‘Operation 
Sceptre’. 
 
“People could take knives and similar weap-
ons to local Police Stations in the knowledge 
that they were doing the right thing. 
 
“I realise that the amnesty week may have passed 
by the time this article goes out, but even outside 
the amnesty week I would like to remind people 
that it is much better to take unwanted knives etc 
to a recycling plant to be safely disposed of as 
opposed to taking them to a charity shop for in-
stance, whereby they could potentially fall into the 
‘wrong’ hands. 
 
“I would like to encourage everyone to talk openly 
with their neighbours, family and friends to ensure 
that we prevent anyone from carrying or using a 
knife. 
 
“Please tell your children that as well as being 
illegal it is not in any way ‘cool’ to be carrying a 
knife in public. 

 
“The consequences of having a knife to hand 
when a situation becomes heated can be seri-
ous indeed. 
 
“I understand that some people may feel uncom-
fortable reporting offenders directly to the Police, 
but there are still ways that this can be done anon-
ymously.

We can easily recognise some things that make 
us uncomfortable, such as the uncertainty of 
something, for example, an item of clothing that is 
too tight, too scratchy or too lumpy, an embarrass-
ing situation or person, being somewhere different, 
being too hot, cold, music that’s not to our taste or 
even too much rich or spicy food ! 
# 
Conversely, things that bring comfort often bring a 
deep sense of joy and security, like an old jumper, 
chocolate, a hug, friends, family, a familiar place, a 
handshake, a comfy bed or favourite song or 
meal. 
 
These all evoke memories of security, of happy 
and certain times. They bring comfort !! 
 
As we approach Christmas, we may be thinking 
about loved ones who have left this earthly life or 
those who live too far away to celebrate together.  
We may believe that comfort is just a distant 
memory !!    
 
When Jesus was born to Mary and Joseph, I don’t 
think the surroundings into which he was born 
were overly comfortable.

COLLIERY MEMORIAL UPDATE 
Everything is still on track to raise the sum of 
£180,000 to commission and erect a monument 
celebrating Shirebrook Colliery and Shire-
brook’s heritage.  To date £150,000 has been 
raised !! 
 
Around a thousand 
names have been 
submitted to the 
committee to have 
their names or the 
names of a loved 
one inscribed on the 
finished monument. 
 
A five foot resin 
model of the monu-
ment was on show 
at the Shirebrook 
Miners Welfare on 
the night of the 
recent ‘Abba’ tribute 
night, and was re-
ceived extremely 
well by everyone 
who saw it.  £855 
was raised on the 
night towards the 
memorial fund. 
 
The model is and 
is to remain in the Miners Welfare and John 
Thomas and Len Tipple are to make a cabinet 
and plinth to give the model a permanent 
home. 
 
The model is only a ‘simulation’ of the end prod-
uct, which will be around five metres high, made of 
bronze and will have the features of the three 
models chosen earlier in the process, depicting 
the miner, wife and child. 
  
The project has always been intended to be a 
‘community project’ for and by the people of 
Shirebrook District and the response from ex-
miners and the local community has been tremen-
dous. 
 
As well as the £100 contributions ( to have a 
name inscribed on the monument) there have 
numerous donations along the way, the more 
recent being:   
 
Steve Oscroft’s memorial night £1240 raised, 
Dougie Adam’s retirement do £189, donation of 
£151 from Graham & Kerry Wilcox following Sam 
Watson’s funeral and £240 raised by Jane Hunt at 
the T.S.B. who did a ‘Baz Henderson Memorial 
Walk’ in Northumberland. 
 
There is still time to have yours or a loved ones 
name on the monument, but there will be a cut off 
date next year to finalise the complete list.  Com-

mittee members are available at the Welfare every 
Thursday from 9.00am till 12noon, or you can call 
one of the numbers at the end of this article. 
 
As readers may already know the names of the 
miners who worked at Shirebrook Colliery who 
sadly lost their lives at the colliery or who died 
later from injuries sustained at the colliery will be 
inscribed on the monument itself.  All the other 
names will be on the sides of the plinth of the 
monument. 
 
Since our last edition the name of another miner 
who sadly lost his life has been found.  He is Mar-
tin Carney who died in February of 1961 aged 53 
years.  His name will be added to the other 73 
names listed in the last issue of the ‘Post’.

POLITICAL COMMENT 
Reduction Schemes: 
We still seem to be living in 
strange times, even the 
prime minister is having a 
melt-down. 
 
Rail reduction scheme:-  The 
eastern leg of the much lauded 
High Speed 2 rail infrastructure scheme; which 
was to be the saviour of the North and part of the 
great ‘levelling up’ programme, has hit the buff-
ers. But not everyone is upset. 
 
There are great sighs of relief in some areas along 
the route that have been blighted and would have 
been damaged over the build schedule; at least for 
the next few decades. The levelling up has be-
come a levelling down or even a level crossing. 
 
Now is the time to release all the property 
bought up by the HS2 team to begin to breathe 
life back into the affected communities. 
 
You can still see the remains of the track reduc-
tions in the 60’s after Beeching wielded the axe on 
branch lines throughout the country. The govern-
ment would be better investing public money into 
reopening some of these branch lines. 
 
It would mean fewer cars on the roads fewer artic-
ulated road trains and less damage to the roads 
and, of course, much less pollution in these envi-
ronmentally conscious times.  
 
The Carbon reduction schemes much talked 
about recently at the COP 26 conference in Scot-
land, where governments set targets and made 
pledges, may be seen as rather ambitious.  
 
The environmentalists though even then thought 
these targets too loose and were critical of the 
whole conference. The phasing out of gas boilers 
for homes and petrol and diesel engines for cars 
may not be as easy to achieve as it is to say. I 
suppose you can’t please everyone. 
 
Pension reduction scheme:-  Another renege on 
their rock solid manifesto pledge is the state pen-
sion triple lock which has now become the double 

lock or even the double cross. The Tories picked 
up votes after promising to pensioners they would 
have a decent standard of living after 50 years of 
working hard, paying taxes and national insurance 
and would maintain the triple lock formula to en-
sure this. 
 
Likewise the miners’ pension scheme with all 
recommendations ignored and the fund raided 
each year. 
 
Energy companies:-  There’s been a big reduc-
tion in the number of energy suppliers. I've lost 
count of the numbers gone to the wall. I’m not 
really surprised tough, are you ? 
 
I’ve mentioned a few times in these pages that all 
the necessities in life should be provided by the 
state; we all have to bail out these companies 
anyway.  And its not just energy is it ! 
 
In a bygone time most suppliers were private com-
panies. Gas, electric, coal, health service, rail, 
water, steel and so on.  One by one these compa-
nies collapsed and were bought up by the state 
because of their importance to the welfare of the 
public.  They were nationalised !! 
 
The public thought it went too far though when car 
manufacturers were bailed out too. The public 
were convinced that the constant fight between 
government and workers was detrimental to socie-
ty.  It looks like history is repeating itself don’t 
you think ? 
 
Following the privatisation programme of the 
Thatcher years, remember the ‘yuppies’, and with 
public money constantly being used to prop up 
these private companies, and in some cases took 
into state ownership, it shows that its time to have 
a look again at taking essential services back into 
state control !! 
 
Further reductions in local County Council Care 
Homes are being considered and our County 
Councillor Christine Dale has already indicated 
that she will be looking closely at the develop-
ments, and if necessary, along with her col-
leagues, will take up the fight.
