As news of the terrible and tragic events 
of Saturday January 15th began to circu-
late, our community stood united, 
shocked and appalled as to how some-
one could brutally attack a much loved 
and well respected elderly couple in their 
own home !! 
 
As we all know now the appalling and 
barbaric incident led to the death of Fre-
da Walker (86) and the hospitalisation of 
her husband Ken (88) with life threaten-
ing injuries. 
 
The Police immediately descended into 
the area and committed resources and 
man-power into investigating the case.  
Less than a week later,  33 year old Va-
sile Culea of Church Warsop was arrest-

ed and appeared at Derby Crown Court recently, accused of murdering 86 year old Freda and the at-
tempted murder of Ken.  He will go on trial in October. 
 
As we go to print, Derbyshire Police have announced that Ken’s condition ‘has improved and alt-
hough he remains in hospital, his condition is considered to be stable.’  Our prayers and thoughts are 
with Ken and with Ken and Freda’s family, friends and loved ones !!

POLITICAL COMMENT 
It’s not been a great start to 
2022 has it !! 
 
Economically we are beginning 
to see the start of paying back 
the cost of ‘lockdowns’ and 
‘furloughs’ due to the ravages 
of the corona virus and its 
variants. 
 

But the most shocking event was the murder of 
Freda Walker and the attack on her husband Cllr 
Ken Walker.  Derbyshire Police and the East Mid-
land Serious Crime Squad had, within a week, 
arrested and charged a Church Warsop man with 
murder and attempted murder. At the time of writ-
ing eighty eight year old Ken was stable and con-
scious. Let’s hope the killer gets what he de-
serves !! 
 
Back to the economy.  Rising prices and short-
ages are adding to uncontrolled inflation which will 
probably be with us for many years to come.  
 
Is inflation a good thing ? Not for those of us on 
fixed incomes such as pensioners, workers on low 
pay and even those in reasonably well paid jobs 
will not find the pound stretching as far as it used 
to.  Having said that a certain amount of expected 
or controlled inflation enables an amount of un-
earned income to be reinvested or used to make 
the ‘money go round’. 
 
Interest rates are mainly used to start or stop the 
economy.  Banks lend out your money and charge 
x amount of interest from the borrower, they keep 
a few quid to pay for their continued existence and 
pass a few pence in interest on to the saver. Low 
interest rates and increasing prices means your 
savings are reducing. Hence the expression 
‘savings are lagging behind inflation’. Either way 
those on fixed incomes suffer the most !! 
 
The Labour Party has urged the Government to 
take sensible measures to protect the vulnerable 
and those on fixed incomes but the majority will 
suffer if the Tories ‘carry on regardless’.  The 
only winners in periods of high inflation are those 
people and firms that receive a yield from solid 
assets. 

So why are prices rising ? Gas, electric, petrol, 
diesel, water and food all going up in price. Some 
will argue that increased transport costs are a 
major factor, others will say it’s the cost of or scar-
city of raw materials or the exchange rate or wage 
rises; the shortage of lorry drivers is a good recent 
example of supply and demand. It’s a fine balanc-
ing act. 
 
If people stop buying/spending either through not 
being able to afford it or there being nothing on the 
shelves to buy then the economy starts to stag-
nate; the Keynesian economic philosophy of 
someone’s spending becomes another’s earnings 
(and savings) is even more recognisable. 
 
Nothing is straight forward !!  Not even the 
growing problems in Ukraine. Can you remember 
a few years ago there was talk of a European 
armed force when France and Germany, the big 
hitters in Europe quite fancied a United States of 
Europe ?  Well it isn’t straight forward when a 
Russian gas pipeline is introduced into the eco-
nomic equation. 
 
I have previously commented on the reliance 
of essential imports and warned that ‘Putin 
could turn off the tap’ 
 
The UK relies on both gas and electricity and oil 
from the rest of the world including Russia and 
electricity from France. All Europe imports more 
energy than it produces. It’s a dangerous posi-
tion to be in. 
 

Some Tories are threatening to stand as Inde-
pendents because they see their re-election 
chances disappearing, these are the same people 
who willingly supported the government over the 
past two years. Following the same old dogma 
built around the conservative philosophy.  The 
recent defection of one Tory MP to Labour won’t 
cut any ice with the electorate either. 
 

On ‘Levelling up’, I remember telling ‘Politics 
Today’ that no one really knew what it meant least 
of all the Government - just weasel words. Now it’s 
being cut back no one should be surprised really; 
the government has pumped unearned billions into 
the economy these past few years so it’s got to 
raise cash from somewhere.

COVID COVID COVID 
We have recently returned to the government’s 
‘Plan A’ in the fight against Covid-19, but what 
a couple of years it has been !! 
 
The number of infections and deaths, lockdowns, 
social distancing, the wearing of masks, a global 
vaccine programme.  Who would have thought 
this would have been on the horizon in the 
summer of 2019 !! 
 
Not being able to go out of our homes, not being 
able to travel, having to work from home if possi-
ble, unable to get married, unable to visit loved 
ones in hospital or in care, unable to have family 
gatherings or to have parties, (unless you were in 
Downing Street that is).

Our health service, as always, has done a fantas-
tic job throughout the pandemic, and I understand 
that the health service had to be ‘protected’, but 
they have been stretched beyond belief and it will 
takes years, more recruitment and massive 
amounts of money to ‘catch up’. 
 
Financially, tax rises and other increases will 
be inevitable !! 
 
The Covid-19 pandemic has resulted in very high 
levels of public spending and current estimates of 
the cost of government measures so far range 
from £315 to £410 billion.  This is equivalent of 
about £4,700 to £6,100 per household in the 
UK. 
 
Official figures show that spending in 2020/21 was 
about £167billion higher than had been planned  
before the pandemic for that year alone. 
 
Mistakes have been made along the way.  Only 
recently, government accounts show that nearly 
£9billion spent on PPE during the pandemic had 
been written off.  Huge amounts had been spent 
on useless equipment and getting out of contracts.  
£2.6billion went on items ‘not suitable for use in 
the NHS.’ 
 
As we all know public spending is eventually 
paid for by taxes and other government in-
come, so it is inevitable we will be hit in our 
pockets for years to come. 
 
We can all have our own opinions as to what has 
been implemented over the past couple of years, 

and most of us agree that some were correct but 
with others couldn’t understand as to why !! 
 
Confusion and disparity have been at the fore-
front.  Remember at the beginning when bounda-
ries were drawn down the middle of roads mean-
ing one-side of the street was in lockdown and the 
other could get on with life as normal.

‘Turn from Evil and Do

The beginning of this new 
year has brought with it a 
great cloud of sadness 
over the community with 
the murder of Freda Walk-
er and the life threatening 
injuries inflicted on her 
husband Cllr Ken Walker. 

 
It was stomach churning and we experienced a 
whole host of emotions, shock, horror and revul-
sion at such a dreadful and cruel act towards an 
elderly vulnerable couple, combined with fear and 
terror for ourselves and families and their safety, 
and anger at the evil act of the perpetrator who 
committed such a deed.   
 
We are all relieved and thankful to the police that a 
man has been arrested in a short space of time for 
the murder and attempted murder and brought 
before Magistrates and Crown Court to ensure 
justice will be done.   
 
Sadly it won’t bring Freda back, her friends and 
family and the whole community are grieving. 
Freda and Ken were gentle folk serving their com-
munity for most of their lives.  Freda had been 
actively involved in the church and enjoyed baking 
and had a talent for flower arranging. 
 
 

 
 
 

She loved  helping with the flower festivals and 
events held in the local churches. She was a love-
ly, personable, friendly lady.  
 
Ken during his working life had been the ‘Inspector 
of Mines’. He had a very keen interest in politics 
because he firmly believed in working to improve 
the lives of the people he served.  He has been a 
Town councillor and District Councillor for many 
years and retired from the district at the last elec-
tion.  
 
He was held in high esteem by his colleagues on 
the District Council and served as Chairman of the 
Council for over ten years. A month before the 
incident took place Ken at the grand age of 88 
years was made an Honorary Alderman by the 
District Council in recognition of his long service in 
the community. 
 
Karen  is a volunteer adviser with the Unem-
ployed Workers Centre in Shirebrook and I accom-
pany her to the Community Centre Hub in New 
Houghton on Thursday mornings. She gives free 
advice sessions on benefits and also assists peo-
ple to fill in claim forms. 
 
It can be daunting for many people when having to 
face the prospect of completing one of these time 
consuming forms on their own and often times 
many give up before they start.

downturn in your life and you require assistance.  
 
In the short time these sessions have been run-
ning she has successfully helped Gordon claim 
Attendance Allowance. This is a benefit for over 
65’s who have long term health conditions, for 
example arthritis or anything which is making life 
harder. Gordon didn’t know he was entitled to 
anything until he met Karen at The Hub. 
 
He has been awarded the highest rate of Attend-
ance Allowance £89.70 per week and was also 
awarded a back payment of around £530.00 for 
the six weeks it took the claim to be pro-
cessed.  As you can imagine he is very pleased 
with the result.  
 
When you consider the increases in living costs for 
this year alone, utility bills, food, petrol, Council 
Tax, National Insurance. Those on low incomes 
have an almost impossible task of managing their 
household budgets without getting into serious 
debt. Karen is more than happy to do benefit 
checks to make sure that your receiving all the 
benefits you are entitled to or if there has been a 
down turn in your circumstances to ensure you are 
receiving the correct amount of benefit to help 
make life a little bit easier. 
 
40 million pounds a year goes unclaimed from 
pension credit alone in Derbyshire which if it 
was claimed and spent in the County would 
considerably help the economy and help keep 
people in jobs.                   
 

 
 
 

Karen is available on Thursday mornings between 
10am and 12noon at the Hub Community Centre 
on Rotherham Road in New Houghton. All are 
welcome to drop in for a cup of tea and a chat to 
see if she can help with claims for benefits or a 
benefits check. She is there to help with free ad-
vice and assistance with all benefit claims - Uni-
versal Credit, PIPS, Employment Support Allow-
ance now merged with Universal Credit and Pen-
sion Credit Attendance Allowance etc.    
 
The County Council is currently spending on the 
refurbishment of Bassett House Residential Home 
on Park Avenue in Shirebrook and I welcome this 
because they are addressing the needs of the 
residents in my division. 
 
County is presently experiencing a crisis in home 
care and residential staff recruitment, and there 
are insufficient numbers of care staff at present 
time to run the service which has been fuelled 
partly by the pandemic and staff needing to isolate 
with COVID and also low recruitment levels as 
care staff earn lower wages compared to 
the National Health Service. 
 
The solution of course is simple, increase the 
wages of care workers so they are level with the 
others and then there is more chance of attracting 
staff, but alas, this is very much dependent on 
government resources. 
 
Now onto Highway matters.  I recently reported 
the crossing lights out on Main Street close to the 
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which stands for ‘Physical 
Activity and Lifestyle Sup-
port’, is a continuation of 

Bolsover District Council’s ‘Wellness Programme’ 
and is aimed at changing behaviours and finding 
solutions to help people face their daily challenges 
which will allow them to concentrate more on their 
health and wellbeing. 
 
PALS will bring together different agencies 
and services to support individuals and fami-
lies in their households and within their lives.   
 
It helps to assess their needs, unpick situations, 
and provide consistent support in an effort to im-
proves their lifestyle and become more physically 
active.  The PALS approach recognises that there 
are three key elements when attempting to create 
behaviour change: 
 Capability to change 
 Motivation to change 
 Opportunity to change 
 
Alongside these, there are also five key factors 
that have an impact on the above:  Age, Gen-
der, Socio-economic, Ethnicity and Disability / 
Condition. 
 
A PALS co-ordinators role is to help join the dots 
as there are many agencies and organisations 
working hard to provide services to the people 
within their community, all with the aim of improv-
ing overall community health and wellbeing. 
 
They will create a package / personal plan to ena-
ble a path to  a more active and healthier lifestyle 
working with other agencies to navigate through 
what is available for the individual or family. 
 
Self referral forms are available from Council offic-
es and locally from Shirebrook Leisure Centre.  So 
if you feel that the PALS programme could be for 
you, pick one up, fill it in and send it off, and a 
PALS co-ordinator will then contact you to talk 
about what support is available for you. 
 
Alternatively contact Archie Rowbottom, your 
PALS co-ordinator, via Shirebrook Leisure Centre, 
who holds classes at the Leisure Centre and at the 
Arc in Clowne, on: 01623 748313. 
 
The Wellness Programme also run a ‘low impact’ 
exercise class run by experienced and qualified 
instructors.  It is a class of various exercises for 
people who are looking to get back into light exer-
cise, or if a beginner or returning from illness or 
injury. 
 
It is a group but allowances are made to accom-
modate all abilities, and is designed to improve 
both physical and mental wellbeing.  
 
Come along and give it a go.  The class runs 
on a Tuesday at Shirebrook Leisure Centre

Rev JOHN DRAYCOTT writes … 
New Year’s Day has come and gone along with 
the parties and the holidays.  Did anyone make 
a ‘New Year’s Resolution’ this time? 
 
I don’t seem to hear about them so much now.  
Perhaps it is because they are generally broken 
within a few days after they have been made.  
Some of the most common resolutions for New 
Year’s Day include give up smoking; lose weight, 
to get fitter. 
 
I hope you all had a good time this Christmas/
New Year and the events have left you with 
some happy memories. 
 
The previous year were very restricted gatherings 
because of that flu bug thing !!  This Christmas 
period we were able to do those little family tradi-
tions together which makes it a particularly special 
time. 
 
It might be one of those family turkey dinners, 
a party or meeting old mates in the pub, while 
some go on shopping sprees during the sales 
in town. 
 
There were a lot of re-runs on TV as usual and 
The Lord of the Ring featured again. For many 
years our family went to the cinema at Christmas/
New Year time to watch the major new must-see 
blockbuster movie.

It is during their adventures together they dis-
cover how unfounded those understandings 
are and how enriching their lives have become 
for the friendships they have developed. 
 
I don’t usually make New Year’s resolutions but 
maybe I could start this year with one.  Last year 
highlighted inherited perceptions we have of oth-
ers.  This year’s resolution could be to put aside 
any suspicions or prejudices I may hold of various 
people, or groups of people, and make friendships 
with those who are not exactly like myself. 
 
Who knows, I might find that they add to my 
life, and I may even add something to theirs ? 
 
OPEN THAT WINDOW !! 
Here is an easy resolution for the New Year: open 
your windows at home for ‘short sharp bursts’ of 
10 to 15 minutes at a time, several times a day. 
 
The government’s public information campaign 
says that regular fresh air can cut the risk of Covid 
transmission by more than 70 per cent.  So, either 
leave a window open, a small amount continuous-
ly, or open it fully on a regular basis throughout the 
day, especially if anyone has come to visit you in 
your home.  
 
Coronavirus is spread through the air by drop-
lets and smaller particles known as aero-
sols.  They can hang in the air for hours and 
they build up over time. 
 
SMILE TIME !! 
A couple were going out for the evening, and care-
fully set the security lights and put the cat out.  But 
when they opened the door to go to the taxi, the 
cat slipped back in and disappeared upstairs. 
Irritated, the husband followed it. 
 
The wife waited with the taxi driver.  Not wanting 
him to know that they were leaving the house 
empty, she said: “My husband is just upstairs for a 
quick word with my mother.” 
 
A few minutes later, the husband arrived, breath-
less.

The Highways authority repaired 
them and they are now in working order.    
 
Residents have recently raised concerns in Shire-
brook of illegal parking on pavements.  This  pre-
vents pedestrians and people on mobility scooters 
from using the pavement for access and puts them 
at high risk if they have to walk on the road itself 
especially mums with toddlers, pushing prams and 
buggies and the elderly and disabled on mobility 
scooters. 
 
I have passed on two matters brought to my atten-
tion by the public to the enforcement team at the 
District Council who liaise directly with the police 
to resolve these issues. Obstruction of the high-
way is a criminal matter and the pavement is 
part of the highway.    
 
The roads in which I requested resurfacing in 
Shirebrook have now been resurfaced by the 
Highways Authority. However many of you have 
noticed the lack of white lines. Some have fad-
ed  and others disappeared altogether on our busy 
main roads in the Town. 
 
I submitted a report to Highways requesting white 
lining in November and have now received confir-
mation that white lining is in the budget for Shire-
brook  in the new financial year and  will be carried 
out on the following  roads:-  Central  Drive, Main 
Street, Carter Lane, Portland Road and Langwith 
Road.    
 
I recently reported street lights out on Portland 
Street in New Houghton, and a damaged safety 
barrier at the Colonnade shops in the model vil-
lage. Temporary repairs are put in place to make it 
safe and County have confirmed they’re getting a 
quote for a replacement safety barrier. 
 
If you see any lights out, damage to signs,  traffic 
crossings not working or potholes then contact me 
by email with details and the location at Chris-
tine.Dale@derbyshire.gov.uk  
         
I’m writing a little bit about the new Snow Warden 
scheme introduced this year by Highways for 
community groups and schools. I applied to the 
Scheme on behalf of our Neighbourhood Watch 
Group in the Model Village. 
 
There were plenty of forms to complete providing 
contact details of the group and to cover us for 
insurance purposes. We had  to submit a simple 
street plan of the pavements we were going to grit.  
 
The rock salt is delivered free of charge and came 
bagged up to be distributed to the five volunteers 
in our group.  We are now prepared in advance 
should the snow come.

CLASS of 1947 
Don’t you just love look-
ing at old school photos ?  
Seeing how people have 
changed over the years.  
Seeing family resem-
blances in different gen-
erations.  And bringing 
back memories of years 
gone by !! 
 

The photo opposite was 
recently passed to me by 
Mark Potter and shows his 
late mother’s, Beryl, class 
photo at Whaley Thorns 
school of 1947. 
 

Beryl, nee Holmes, is seat-
ed fourth from the left on 
the front row and would be 
about fourteen when the 
photo was taken. 
 

Do you recognise yourself, your mother, or 
grandmother ?? 
 
According to Tony Warriner’s ‘A History of 
Langwith & Whaley Thorns’, there’s been a school 
of some type on the site from about 1876.  The 
Senior Girls School came about when a new 
building was built to ease the overcrowding in the 
1920’s. 
 

In 1928 the ‘school in the woods’ was officially 
opened by Mrs Jackson, the wife of the Chairman 

of the Sheepbridge Coal and Iron Company.  She 
hoped the girls would appreciate it and it would be 
the means of ‘making them good women to face 
the world.’ 
 

The  new school was built in the latest design with 
windows on both sides of the classrooms.  The 
grounds were some four acres and the school 
became known as ‘Whaley Thorns Open Air Girls 
School.’ 
 

Miss Jones was the first headmistress and 
carried on in that role until 1945.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
When news started to break 
on Saturday the 15th of 
January, as regards to the 
shocking and unimaginable 
incident on Langwith Junc-
tion, I, like the majority of us, 
was shocked and saddened. 
 
The incident, as we now 
know, led to the death of 
Freda (Walker) and the 
hospitalisation, with life 

threatening injuries, of Ken (Walker), a much loved 
and respected couple throughout the area. 
 
Ken has been an active Town Councillor for many 
a year and was a District Councillor for about 
twenty years.  During his time as Chairman of the 
District Freda accompanied him on many occa-
sions.  Both have always put others before them-
selves and worked hard within our community. 
 
Our prayers are with Ken, their family, friends 
and loved ones at this very difficult time. 
 
At our recent meeting members agreed (majority) 
to increase our share of the Council Tax for the 
coming financial year by £10.61 for a band ’D’ 
property.   
 
With the majority of properties in our Town 
being band ‘A’ or band ‘B’ this would see 
around a £7 to £7.50 increase per property. 

 
A £7.50 increase would see a weekly increase of 
less than 15p a week.  This small increase would 
enable us to carry out our normal operations and 
to, hopefully, get back our full programme of com-
munity events. 
 
As I have previously said it would be the easiest 
thing in the world to cut back on our share of what 
we receive through our council tax bills, but at 
what cost.  Lost jobs, closed leisure centre and 
village hall, closed market square. 
 
As a council we will strive to deliver, at the best 
value wherever possible, services that we believe 
our community deserves. 
 
The increase will also go towards delivering a 
CCTV system in the town centre and other 
identified ‘hotspots’ of anti-social behaviour in 
the Town. 
 
The system, which many have been crying out for 
for some time, including ourselves, will see up-
wards of 25 cameras and will replace and improve 
the system that we had previously which wasn’t 
the Town Councils. 
 
For the system to work to its potential some trees 
will have to be lopped for a more clearer sight line.  
At the same time, some trees on the square, 
which are causing damage to the walkways and 
pavements, will be removed.

with Bolsover District Council and other agencies 
as to the revamping of the market square itself, 
which will include the proposed colliery monument, 
and we will keep you updated to any progress. 
 
Again, talks continue with BDC and Alliance Lei-
sure (specialists in improving leisure facilities) as 
regards improvements and regeneration of our 
Town Park and Leisure Centre.  Numerous ideas 
have been suggested and once we have settled 
on various proposals we will offer them to you as 
part of a public consultation. 
 
Whilst talking about the Town Park, we are looking 
at a programme of works to repair and paint pe-
rimeter fences of our recreation parks.  Some are 
looking a bit shabby and haven't been addressed 
for a number of years. 
 
The last two years, up and down the country, 
have seen many plans shelved or even can-
celled, but as I have said we will strive to make 
our Town a place for us all to live, work and 
play. 
 
Bolsover District Council have carried out some 
investigative work on land adjacent to our ceme-
tery as part of a feasibility study as regards the  
proposed new crematorium.

The largely publicly funded British Broadcast-
ing Corporation, the BBC, celebrates its 100th 
anniversary later this year, but is it now time it 
stood on its own two feet !! 
 
The principal means of funding the corporation 
is through the television licence, which current-
ly stands at around £160, something, with a 
few exemptions, we all have to pay !! 
 
Last year, 2020/21, 74% of the BBC’s income 
of over £5billion came via licence fees reve-
nue, the remaining 26% coming from commer-
cial and other activities such as grants, loyal-
ties and rental income. 
 
The TV licence was first introduced on June 
1st 1943 at a cost of £2 which covered recep-
tion of the then single-channel BBC television 
service.  That may have been okay then but 
today it’s a completely different story !! 
 
Today we have access to hundreds of chan-
nels from across the globe, but we have to pay 
for this via subscriptions to Sky, Netflix and 
Amazon etc., so why, on top of these subscrip-
tions, should we have to continue to pay a TV 
licence that is solely paid to the BBC.  
 
These other programme providers survive 
via subscriptions and advertising so why 
can’t the BBC follow the same line ?? 

 
It is said that the licence fee allows the broad-
caster to remain independent and distanced 
from government initiatives etc., but is this 
really true !!

Why should we be held 
to ransom and threatened with prosecution to 
purchase a TV licence. 
 
A report in a national newspaper in July 2021 
stated that one million UK households have 
stopped ‘paying’ for BBC services in the past 
two years.

which will include the proposed colliery monument, 
and we will keep you updated to any progress. 
 
Again, talks continue with BDC and Alliance Lei-
sure (specialists in improving leisure facilities) as 
regards improvements and regeneration of our 
Town Park and Leisure Centre.  Numerous ideas 
have been suggested and once we have settled 
on various proposals we will offer them to you as 
part of a public consultation. 
 
Whilst talking about the Town Park, we are looking 
at a programme of works to repair and paint pe-
rimeter fences of our recreation parks.  Some are 
looking a bit shabby and haven't been addressed 
for a number of years. 
 
The last two years, up and down the country, 
have seen many plans shelved or even can-
celled, but as I have said we will strive to make 
our Town a place for us all to live, work and 
play. 
 
Bolsover District Council have carried out some 
investigative work on land adjacent to our ceme-
tery as part of a feasibility study as regards the  
proposed new crematorium. 
 
Initial talks between the District and Town Council 
took place a few months ago, but no final decision 
has yet been made.  Once the feasibility study has 
been completed discussions will again take place 
as to which path the two authorities would like to 
take. 
 
I understand that amended plans for the bungalow 
development on Portland Road are to go before 
the Planning Committee at Bolsover sometime in 
February.

CLASS of 1947 
Don’t you just love look-
ing at old school photos ?  
Seeing how people have 
changed over the years.  
Seeing family resem-
blances in different gen-
erations.  And bringing 
back memories of years 
gone by !! 
 

The photo opposite was 
recently passed to me by 
Mark Potter and shows his 
late mother’s, Beryl, class 
photo at Whaley Thorns 
school of 1947. 
 

Beryl, nee Holmes, is seat-
ed fourth from the left on 
the front row and would be 
about fourteen when the 
photo was taken. 
 

Do you recognise yourself, your mother, or 
grandmother ?? 
 
According to Tony Warriner’s ‘A History of 
Langwith & Whaley Thorns’, there’s been a school 
of some type on the site from about 1876.  The 
Senior Girls School came about when a new 
building was built to ease the overcrowding in the 
1920’s. 
 

In 1928 the ‘school in the woods’ was officially 
opened by Mrs Jackson, the wife of the Chairman 

of the Sheepbridge Coal and Iron Company.  She 
hoped the girls would appreciate it and it would be 
the means of ‘making them good women to face 
the world.’ 
 

The  new school was built in the latest design with 
windows on both sides of the classrooms.  The 
grounds were some four acres and the school 
became known as ‘Whaley Thorns Open Air Girls 
School.’ 
 

Miss Jones was the first headmistress and 
carried on in that role until 1945. 
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CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
When news started to break 
on Saturday the 15th of 
January, as regards to the 
shocking and unimaginable 
incident on Langwith Junc-
tion, I, like the majority of us, 
was shocked and saddened. 
 
The incident, as we now 
know, led to the death of 
Freda (Walker) and the 
hospitalisation, with life 

threatening injuries, of Ken (Walker), a much loved 
and respected couple throughout the area. 
 
Ken has been an active Town Councillor for many 
a year and was a District Councillor for about 
twenty years.  During his time as Chairman of the 
District Freda accompanied him on many occa-
sions.  Both have always put others before them-
selves and worked hard within our community. 
 
Our prayers are with Ken, their family, friends 
and loved ones at this very difficult time. 
 
At our recent meeting members agreed (majority) 
to increase our share of the Council Tax for the 
coming financial year by £10.61 for a band ’D’ 
property.   
 
With the majority of properties in our Town 
being band ‘A’ or band ‘B’ this would see 
around a £7 to £7.50 increase per property. 

 
A £7.50 increase would see a weekly increase of 
less than 15p a week.  This small increase would 
enable us to carry out our normal operations and 
to, hopefully, get back our full programme of com-
munity events. 
 
As I have previously said it would be the easiest 
thing in the world to cut back on our share of what 
we receive through our council tax bills, but at 
what cost.  Lost jobs, closed leisure centre and 
village hall, closed market square. 
 
As a council we will strive to deliver, at the best 
value wherever possible, services that we believe 
our community deserves. 
 
The increase will also go towards delivering a 
CCTV system in the town centre and other 
identified ‘hotspots’ of anti-social behaviour in 
the Town. 
 
The system, which many have been crying out for 
for some time, including ourselves, will see up-
wards of 25 cameras and will replace and improve 
the system that we had previously which wasn’t 
the Town Councils. 
 
For the system to work to its potential some trees 
will have to be lopped for a more clearer sight line.  
At the same time, some trees on the square, 
which are causing damage to the walkways and 
pavements, will be removed.

Rev JOHN DRAYCOTT writes … 
New Year’s Day has come and gone along with 
the parties and the holidays.  Did anyone make 
a ‘New Year’s Resolution’ this time? 
 
I don’t seem to hear about them so much now.  
Perhaps it is because they are generally broken 
within a few days after they have been made.  
Some of the most common resolutions for New 
Year’s Day include give up smoking; lose weight, 
to get fitter. 
 
I hope you all had a good time this Christmas/
New Year and the events have left you with 
some happy memories. 
 
The previous year were very restricted gatherings 
because of that flu bug thing !!  This Christmas 
period we were able to do those little family tradi-
tions together which makes it a particularly special 
time. 
 
It might be one of those family turkey dinners, 
a party or meeting old mates in the pub, while 
some go on shopping sprees during the sales 
in town. 
 
There were a lot of re-runs on TV as usual and 
The Lord of the Ring featured again. For many 
years our family went to the cinema at Christmas/
New Year time to watch the major new must-see 
blockbuster movie. 
 
I remembered for three years running (2001/2/3) it 
was the Lord of the Rings, a trilogy.  For three 
years we went as a family to see them in the first 
week of the New Year.

It is during their adventures together they dis-
cover how unfounded those understandings 
are and how enriching their lives have become 
for the friendships they have developed. 
 
I don’t usually make New Year’s resolutions but 
maybe I could start this year with one.  Last year 
highlighted inherited perceptions we have of oth-
ers.  This year’s resolution could be to put aside 
any suspicions or prejudices I may hold of various 
people, or groups of people, and make friendships 
with those who are not exactly like myself. 
 
Who knows, I might find that they add to my 
life, and I may even add something to theirs ? 
 
OPEN THAT WINDOW !! 
Here is an easy resolution for the New Year: open 
your windows at home for ‘short sharp bursts’ of 
10 to 15 minutes at a time, several times a day. 
 
The government’s public information campaign 
says that regular fresh air can cut the risk of Covid 
transmission by more than 70 per cent.  So, either 
leave a window open, a small amount continuous-
ly, or open it fully on a regular basis throughout the 
day, especially if anyone has come to visit you in 
your home.  
 
Coronavirus is spread through the air by drop-
lets and smaller particles known as aero-
sols.  They can hang in the air for hours and 
they build up over time. 
 
SMILE TIME !! 
A couple were going out for the evening, and care-
fully set the security lights and put the cat out.  But 
when they opened the door to go to the taxi, the 
cat slipped back in and disappeared upstairs. 
Irritated, the husband followed it. 
 
The wife waited with the taxi driver.  Not wanting 
him to know that they were leaving the house 
empty, she said: “My husband is just upstairs for a 
quick word with my mother.”

Residents have recently raised concerns in Shire-
brook of illegal parking on pavements.  This  pre-
vents pedestrians and people on mobility scooters 
from using the pavement for access and puts them 
at high risk if they have to walk on the road itself 
especially mums with toddlers, pushing prams and 
buggies and the elderly and disabled on mobility 
scooters. 
 
I have passed on two matters brought to my atten-
tion by the public to the enforcement team at the 
District Council who liaise directly with the police 
to resolve these issues. Obstruction of the high-
way is a criminal matter and the pavement is 
part of the highway.    
 
The roads in which I requested resurfacing in 
Shirebrook have now been resurfaced by the 
Highways Authority. However many of you have 
noticed the lack of white lines. Some have fad-
ed  and others disappeared altogether on our busy 
main roads in the Town. 
 
I submitted a report to Highways requesting white 
lining in November and have now received confir-
mation that white lining is in the budget for Shire-
brook  in the new financial year and  will be carried 
out on the following  roads:-  Central  Drive, Main 
Street, Carter Lane, Portland Road and Langwith 
Road.    
 
I recently reported street lights out on Portland 
Street in New Houghton, and a damaged safety 
barrier at the Colonnade shops in the model vil-
lage. Temporary repairs are put in place to make it 
safe and County have confirmed they’re getting a 
quote for a replacement safety barrier. 
 
If you see any lights out, damage to signs,  traffic 
crossings not working or potholes then contact me 
by email with details and the location at Chris-
tine.Dale@derbyshire.gov.uk  
         
I’m writing a little bit about the new Snow Warden 
scheme introduced this year by Highways for 
community groups and schools. I applied to the 
Scheme on behalf of our Neighbourhood Watch 
Group in the Model Village. 
 
There were plenty of forms to complete providing 
contact details of the group and to cover us for 
insurance purposes. We had  to submit a simple 
street plan of the pavements we were going to grit.  
 
The rock salt is delivered free of charge and came 
bagged up to be distributed to the five volunteers 
in our group.  We are now prepared in advance 
should the snow come.

He has been awarded the highest rate of Attend-
ance Allowance £89.70 per week and was also 
awarded a back payment of around £530.00 for 
the six weeks it took the claim to be pro-
cessed.  As you can imagine he is very pleased 
with the result.  
 
When you consider the increases in living costs for 
this year alone, utility bills, food, petrol, Council 
Tax, National Insurance. Those on low incomes 
have an almost impossible task of managing their 
household budgets without getting into serious 
debt. Karen is more than happy to do benefit 
checks to make sure that your receiving all the 
benefits you are entitled to or if there has been a 
down turn in your circumstances to ensure you are 
receiving the correct amount of benefit to help 
make life a little bit easier. 
 
40 million pounds a year goes unclaimed from 
pension credit alone in Derbyshire which if it 
was claimed and spent in the County would 
considerably help the economy and help keep 
people in jobs.                   
 

 
 
 

Karen is available on Thursday mornings between 
10am and 12noon at the Hub Community Centre 
on Rotherham Road in New Houghton. All are 
welcome to drop in for a cup of tea and a chat to 
see if she can help with claims for benefits or a 
benefits check. She is there to help with free ad-
vice and assistance with all benefit claims - Uni-
versal Credit, PIPS, Employment Support Allow-
ance now merged with Universal Credit and Pen-
sion Credit Attendance Allowance etc.    
 
The County Council is currently spending on the 
refurbishment of Bassett House Residential Home 
on Park Avenue in Shirebrook and I welcome this 
because they are addressing the needs of the 
residents in my division. 
 
County is presently experiencing a crisis in home 
care and residential staff recruitment, and there 
are insufficient numbers of care staff at present 
time to run the service which has been fuelled 
partly by the pandemic and staff needing to isolate 
with COVID and also low recruitment levels as 
care staff earn lower wages compared to 
the National Health Service. 
 
The solution of course is simple, increase the 
wages of care workers so they are level with the 
others and then there is more chance of attracting 
staff, but alas, this is very much dependent on 
government resources. 
 
Now onto Highway matters.  I recently reported 
the crossing lights out on Main Street close to the 
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which stands for ‘Physical 
Activity and Lifestyle Sup-
port’, is a continuation of 

Bolsover District Council’s ‘Wellness Programme’ 
and is aimed at changing behaviours and finding 
solutions to help people face their daily challenges 
which will allow them to concentrate more on their 
health and wellbeing. 
 
PALS will bring together different agencies 
and services to support individuals and fami-
lies in their households and within their lives.   
 
It helps to assess their needs, unpick situations, 
and provide consistent support in an effort to im-
proves their lifestyle and become more physically 
active.  The PALS approach recognises that there 
are three key elements when attempting to create 
behaviour change: 
 Capability to change 
 Motivation to change 
 Opportunity to change 
 
Alongside these, there are also five key factors 
that have an impact on the above:  Age, Gen-
der, Socio-economic, Ethnicity and Disability / 
Condition. 
 
A PALS co-ordinators role is to help join the dots 
as there are many agencies and organisations 
working hard to provide services to the people 
within their community, all with the aim of improv-
ing overall community health and wellbeing. 
 
They will create a package / personal plan to ena-
ble a path to  a more active and healthier lifestyle 
working with other agencies to navigate through 
what is available for the individual or family. 
 
Self referral forms are available from Council offic-
es and locally from Shirebrook Leisure Centre.  So 
if you feel that the PALS programme could be for 
you, pick one up, fill it in and send it off, and a 
PALS co-ordinator will then contact you to talk 
about what support is available for you. 
 
Alternatively contact Archie Rowbottom, your 
PALS co-ordinator, via Shirebrook Leisure Centre, 
who holds classes at the Leisure Centre and at the 
Arc in Clowne, on: 01623 748313. 
 
The Wellness Programme also run a ‘low impact’ 
exercise class run by experienced and qualified 
instructors.  It is a class of various exercises for 
people who are looking to get back into light exer-
cise, or if a beginner or returning from illness or 
injury. 
 
It is a group but allowances are made to accom-
modate all abilities, and is designed to improve 
both physical and mental wellbeing.  
 
Come along and give it a go.  The class runs 
on a Tuesday at Shirebrook Leisure Centre

Ken during his working life had been the ‘Inspector 
of Mines’.

He has been a 
Town councillor and District Councillor for many 
years and retired from the district at the last elec-
tion.  
 
He was held in high esteem by his colleagues on 
the District Council and served as Chairman of the 
Council for over ten years.

COVID COVID COVID 
We have recently returned to the government’s 
‘Plan A’ in the fight against Covid-19, but what 
a couple of years it has been !! 
 
The number of infections and deaths, lockdowns, 
social distancing, the wearing of masks, a global 
vaccine programme.  Who would have thought 
this would have been on the horizon in the 
summer of 2019 !!

POLITICAL COMMENT 
It’s not been a great start to 
2022 has it !! 
 
Economically we are beginning 
to see the start of paying back 
the cost of ‘lockdowns’ and 
‘furloughs’ due to the ravages 
of the corona virus and its 
variants. 
 

But the most shocking event was the murder of 
Freda Walker and the attack on her husband Cllr 
Ken Walker.  Derbyshire Police and the East Mid-
land Serious Crime Squad had, within a week, 
arrested and charged a Church Warsop man with 
murder and attempted murder. At the time of writ-
ing eighty eight year old Ken was stable and con-
scious. Let’s hope the killer gets what he de-
serves !! 
 
Back to the economy.  Rising prices and short-
ages are adding to uncontrolled inflation which will 
probably be with us for many years to come.  
 
Is inflation a good thing ? Not for those of us on 
fixed incomes such as pensioners, workers on low 
pay and even those in reasonably well paid jobs 
will not find the pound stretching as far as it used 
to.  Having said that a certain amount of expected 
or controlled inflation enables an amount of un-
earned income to be reinvested or used to make 
the ‘money go round’. 
 
Interest rates are mainly used to start or stop the 
economy.  Banks lend out your money and charge 
x amount of interest from the borrower, they keep 
a few quid to pay for their continued existence and 
pass a few pence in interest on to the saver. Low 
interest rates and increasing prices means your 
savings are reducing. Hence the expression 
‘savings are lagging behind inflation’. Either way 
those on fixed incomes suffer the most !! 
 
The Labour Party has urged the Government to 
take sensible measures to protect the vulnerable 
and those on fixed incomes but the majority will 
suffer if the Tories ‘carry on regardless’.  The 
only winners in periods of high inflation are those 
people and firms that receive a yield from solid 
assets. 

So why are prices rising ? Gas, electric, petrol, 
diesel, water and food all going up in price. Some 
will argue that increased transport costs are a 
major factor, others will say it’s the cost of or scar-
city of raw materials or the exchange rate or wage 
rises; the shortage of lorry drivers is a good recent 
example of supply and demand. It’s a fine balanc-
ing act. 
 
If people stop buying/spending either through not 
being able to afford it or there being nothing on the 
shelves to buy then the economy starts to stag-
nate; the Keynesian economic philosophy of 
someone’s spending becomes another’s earnings 
(and savings) is even more recognisable. 
 
Nothing is straight forward !!  Not even the 
growing problems in Ukraine. Can you remember 
a few years ago there was talk of a European 
armed force when France and Germany, the big 
hitters in Europe quite fancied a United States of 
Europe ?  Well it isn’t straight forward when a 
Russian gas pipeline is introduced into the eco-
nomic equation. 
 
I have previously commented on the reliance 
of essential imports and warned that ‘Putin 
could turn off the tap’ 
 
The UK relies on both gas and electricity and oil 
from the rest of the world including Russia and 
electricity from France. All Europe imports more 
energy than it produces. It’s a dangerous posi-
tion to be in. 
 

Some Tories are threatening to stand as Inde-
pendents because they see their re-election 
chances disappearing, these are the same people 
who willingly supported the government over the 
past two years. Following the same old dogma 
built around the conservative philosophy.  The 
recent defection of one Tory MP to Labour won’t 
cut any ice with the electorate either. 
 

On ‘Levelling up’, I remember telling ‘Politics 
Today’ that no one really knew what it meant least 
of all the Government - just weasel words. Now it’s 
being cut back no one should be surprised really; 
the government has pumped unearned billions into 
the economy these past few years so it’s got to 
raise cash from somewhere.

Less than a week later,  33 year old Va-
sile Culea of Church Warsop was arrest-

ed and appeared at Derby Crown Court recently, accused of murdering 86 year old Freda and the at-
tempted murder of Ken.  He will go on trial in October. 
 
As we go to print, Derbyshire Police have announced that Ken’s condition ‘has improved and alt-
hough he remains in hospital, his condition is considered to be stable.’  Our prayers and thoughts are 
with Ken and with Ken and Freda’s family, friends and loved ones !!
